










Coronado is one of the safest cities in 
San Diego County, according to a recently 
released study.

Despite a rise in violent and property 
crime rates in the rest of San Diego 
County, Coronado continues to be 
the safest city around.  Violent crime 
decreased in the City, according to 
the latest �gures from the San Diego 
Association of Governments.

Statistics released April 10 in a report 
titled “Thirty Years of Crime in the San 

Diego Region: 1983 through 2012” show 
that violent crime in the region rose by 7 
percent to 3.77 per thousand residents.

The study also revealed that property 
crime increased by 6 percent to 22.15 per 
thousand residents.  However, Coronado 
not only had the lowest violent crime rate 
in the county but it also was the only city 
where the rate fell below 1 per thousand 
residents.  

Often considered the most accurately 
reported crime statistic, motor vehicle 

theft has shown a steady decline in the 
City from 45 in 2008 to 20 in 2012. 

Areas of concern remain. Despite an 
overall decrease in the property crime 
rate of 21 percent from 2008 through 2012 
in Coronado, the property crime rate 
increased 5 percent in 2011-12. Bicycle 
theft, the City’s most-reported crime, 
continues to be a problem.

arts organizations and community 
arts supporters was the desire for a 
comprehensive master arts calendar. 

Coronado, a mecca of arts and culture, 
needed a master 
calendar to list all of 
its arts and cultural 
events, and related 
activities. Most local 
arts and community 
groups have their own 
calendars that feature 
some local events. 
But there is no single 
“go-to” site currently 
available for all of the 
local arts.

The new website 
will combine visual 
appeal with easy 
navigation to allow 
any group or member 
of our arts community 
to engage and 
connect with patrons, 
supporters, visitors 
and the community in 
a new and innovative 
way. It will be fresh 
and relevant and 
available to everyone.
